Dear Ones, 
                 Do you remember any Lents from your past? Two come to mind for me. 

The first was when we likened the 40 days of Lent to the 40 years the Jewish people journeyed through the desert 
to the Promised Land. How do we celebrate going through the desert, a place of arid dryness? There was a trend among 
churches to celebrate their Lenten journey by removing the Holy Water from the stoups and the Baptismal Font and        
replacing the water with sand. Having done a lot of growing up in eastern NC, I thought that sand would get messy, maybe 
even damage the carpet. So, instead of sand, I put river stones and pebbles in the font and the Holy Water stoups near the 
doors. After a while, word came down from Raleigh: No more sand replacing holy water! I could have gotten technical and 
had the legalistic attitude which said stones and sand are different. But I knew what the Bishop meant and returned Holy 
Water to the fonts. 

Another Lent, the Parish had had a pastor who started something beautiful which I continued. Two large, clear     
vases in high stands were put up against the back wall of the sanctuary. In each vase there were a bunch of sticks. Not     
impressive, nothing spiritual until… The sticks were pieces of Crooked Willow, Corkscrew or Twisted Willow. At first, little 
bumps of green appeared and then, week by week growth was happening. At one end roots were growing and, at the     
other, buds, then leaves grew with vigor and speed. By Easter dead sticks had grown into saplings that were planted all 
around the property (except, since willows are willows, none of them were near any of the plumbing!) Many people over 
the years have remarked to me that when Lent started to become a chore for them, how the growing green behind the   
altar inspired them to keep going. 

I didn’t have the time to chase down Twisted Willow this year but hope for next year. Not having been here for the 
change of seasons in decades I’m looking forward to seeing how much Forsythia and Dogwoods and Azaleas you have. And 
daffodils and tulips, and…
