Dear Ones, 
Some of the ways we think about our Masses and our lives, have had a past that we so often forget (or never learned 

because we were memorizing the Baltimore Catechism.) The Baltimore Catechism was written and approved by the American 
Bishops in 1885-1886 and was based on the Catechism of the Council of Trent (1545-1563.) and in the style of St. Robert       
Bellermine’s Small Catechism of 1645. 

Even though Trent seemed to affirm unchanging truths that could never be improved. And yet, people found wriggle 
room. My favorite is St. Phillip Neri. He loved the Eucharistic Celebration and, since there was no articulated rule about it, he 
thought everyone should hear the prayers of the Mass. At least those who could speak Latin would understand. Every time St. 
Phillip celebrated Mass, he went s-l-o-w-l-y and loudly enough for people to hear. His Masses would last a number of hours as 
he led the people in meditating on what he was saying aloud and/or doing. After his Masses, Phillip would invite all who were 
there to join him on a walking tour of Rome-the four basilicas and three other churches. This was a long walk so he asked some 
writers and musicians to tell a Biblical story in word and song that would enable them to stop between churches and basilicas 
to have a much needed rest. This gave birth to a new style of music, the Oratorio. The best known is probably Handel’s Messiah 
which we hear every Christmas. The Baltimore Catechism was written by America and for Americans and received approval 
from the Roman Consistories before it received the Pope’s approbation. 

The 1983 Catechism wasn’t really printed for mass consumption but was to be a guide for theologians and catechists 
who would produce a new “Baltimore Catechism. (Someone along the way realized that a lot of money could be made by di-
rect marketing. And there would be no need to spend money, effort and time for a theological/catechetical review. It will    
probably be done someday when we have The United States Catholic Church Catechism, we will have and easily remember the 
teachings of the Church. In the meantime, celebrate your faith at the Eucharist, join/create faith sharing groups, keep up to 
date with what the Church is teaching (but be careful on the web for news that sounds factual but cannot pass any kind of    
verification.
