Dear Ones, 
What I thought I was going to say when I sat down to write last week was something entirely different. Sorry for getting 

a little academically chatty. What I wanted to say was more about our Liturgies and how we celebrate them. The liturgy is      
repetitive so that we can feel a little confident in the awesome presence of God. As I think I’ve told you before, The Sunday 
Readings are laid out for us over a three-year cycle. This was an improvement over what we heard before Vatican II. After the 
Council of Trent, readings were repeated annually, so now we hear three times more than we did before Vatican II. Before the 
Council we made use of only one Eucharistic Prayer, still called the Roman Canon. It was written after the Council of Trent. 
And,it was the ONLY one we used for almost 500 years. When the Sacramentary was approved (after Vatican II), three more 
Eucharistic Prayers were added to the Roman Canon. The second is the oldest one that scholars could find. (Written down by 
St. Hippolytus during the time of the Christian martyrs.) It is the shortest one, so I use it when something else is happening at 
Mass- a Baptism, a Confirmation, a Marriage. Beside these two Eucharist Prayers we have the Third, which is a conglomerate of 
other ancient Mass prayers. (This is the Prayer you probably hear the most often: it is not too long and not too short; some wits 
call it the Goldilocks Prayer.)  The Fourth Eucharistic Prayer took every element of these ancient prayers and expressed them by 
writing a new Eucharistic Prayer. 

Other Prayers have been written, and I try to use them seasonally. There are three Eucharistic Prayers for Children 
which I use for the Season of Advent. There are two Eucharistic Prayers for Reconciliation which I use for the entirety of Lent. 
Finally, there is a set of Eucharistic Prayers written by the Bishops of Switzerland which I use during Ordinary Time. All of these 
prayers, after study, were approved by the Popes (Paul VI and John Paul II.) 

We also use music during each year. In Advent, bringing the children and the elders together I like the congregation to 
sing the simple Latin Mass for the Kyrie (Greek), the Sanctus and the Agnus Dei. And then to underwrite the spirit of the holy 
season of Lent, I like to begin Mass in Sacred Silence. Usually, Mr. Nathan Pope chooses the music that alludes to the Scripture 
we hear and sets a theme for each Mass throughout the year. I pray that you continue to grow closer to the Lord as we          
celebrate this holy Season.                              Fr. TDavis
