               One wonderful thing about living in a new place is to find out how the glory of Spring reveals itself. In Wilmington, it 
was certainly the azaleas under an umbrella of dogwood. Kind of like I remember it here so many years ago. EXCEPT, we had a 
third canopy of pine over the dogwood which Wilmington lost over the years. 
                I remember one time (Spring of 7th Grade?) when I helped to beautify our property. Three other guys and I who were 
in the Base boy scout troop needed to do a good deed for someone or something in need. If you  
remember the old Convent it was built (literally) like a brick blockhouse! Bishop Waters had bought two blueprints for          
convents.

My buddies and I were going to plant (with Sister Edward Mary’s permission) a triple 
row of flowers lining each side of their sidewalk. Something came up at the last minute and I got stuck doing the project alone. 
With the others we would’ve enjoyed talking as we worked and then, when the hose came out to water everything, we      
probably would’ve done something then that got us in trouble. As I worked then, I really didn’t feel good about it until, after I 
watered the beds on either side of the vigorously swept sidewalk, I looked from the little lane in front of the Convent and I saw 
a nice, welcoming sidewalk. My reward: a huge slice of (of course) Angel Food Cake. 
                And so, look forward to discover the beauty of our property and, with an eye to the future, we can choose some    
flowering trees and shrubs for the Easter Season that will find a long-time home here at Annunciation. For now… If anyone has 
forsythia (in bloom, near to bloom or just past bloom) if you bring some canes to church, I will see that they grow roots and are 
planted all over the place. Happy Lent!  The word of the Church this week is: 
“Laetare." The flowers sing the English word: “Rejoice!”
