Dear Ones, 

 Last Wednesday was the Feast of St. Cyril of Jerusalem, who was born in 306AD or 7 years before Constan-
Ɵne won the baƩle of the Milvian Bridge when, aŌer a dream, he had his army put Chi Rho’s on their shields. That 
victory set the scene for the end of ChrisƟan persecuƟons and the empire. From then on, the members of the 
church could gather more openly, and just as openly, argue about finer (but crucial) points of theology. This was 
also the period when wriƩen ChrisƟan documents stopped being burned, so we begin to have a clearer record of 
what the church believed and did. 

The Council of Trent 1545 –1563 was held aŌer the Protestant ReformaƟon and has been called the 
“Catholic ReformaƟon”. There were and had been a lot of negaƟves going on and Trent addressed those. [e.g. 
There had been no uniform way of educaƟng priests except to go and live at the Bishop's House and learn from him 
and the others who assisted in the diocesan curia...  But, if one got there and there was a need for someone to 
work in the stables, and you had come from a farm... guess what you got to do “in” the Bishop's House. This result-
ed in priests being sent out who couldn't read LaƟn, couldn't understand LaƟn, and learned liƩle if any theology.]  
Priests were sent out who would mumble through the liturgy so nobody learned that they couldn't read, and in 
preaching they came out with things that were just wrong. The Church then invented Seminaries where students 
were taught and tested on the knowledge they needed to serve the church. 

With the Liturgy, the council of Trent did the best it could in puƫng together the best prayers that scholars 
of their Ɵme had discovered and arranged them in as tradiƟonal way as it could.  The divisions of Trent were ap-
proved and became law under Pope St. Pius V. VaƟcan II recognize that, during the 500 Years since Trent, scholars 
had unearthed and discovered more liturgical tradiƟons. The Bishops of the Church had been studying the Liturgy in 
depth since Pius XII had reformulated the Sacred Triduum in 1950. So, the VaƟcan II document on the liturgy, Sacro-
sanctum Concilium, was the first issue to be taken up by the Council and was approved by a vote of 2,147 to 4! 
What the Bishops approved was to have Masses that used much older than the resources Trent had used as well as 
an openness to new texts that could be wriƩen and approved by the PonƟff. 

And now, back to St. Cyril! His document on how the Mass should be celebrated as the statement to the 
effect: “When one receives the Holy Eucharist, one should put one hand under the other so as to make a throne for 
the King of Kings” where the minister will place it. This is also why the US Bishops, with VaƟcan approval, teach that 
the usual posture when receiving the Eucharist is standing.
