Dear Ones, 
               
 When planning a celebration of the Eucharist there are a variety of questions which have to be  
answered, and there is an order to the questions and answers. First, what is the occasion being               
celebrated, so that due consideration is given to the theme that is thus determined. Examples would be: 
Seasonal: Advent and Christmas, Lent and Easter and Ordinary Time, etc. Other themes could be         
determined by a sacrament: Baptism, 1st Holy Communion and Confirmation; Marriage and Marriage     
Renewal, Communal Anointing of the Sick or Ordination. Finally, we have other times when we call on the 
presence of God to bless us through joy or sorrow: a Baccalaureate/Graduation Mass, an Anniversary 
Mass or a funeral. 
  
 Second, given the overall theme which provides a skeleton of theme and connections, we must now 
add the tissues of ligament and muscle, the organs and the skin provided by the Word of God to be  
proclaimed and explained in the homily.  
  
 Third, what music do we have that flows out of the chosen scripture and theme. 
            
 My priestly experience is that people will come with joy or with sorrow, but they have decided the 
most important: the music they want! Wrong!!! When I plan a Mass with a family or a school class, we start 
with the theme and the Word of God. While it is nice that this was sung at your grandfather’s funeral or at 
your mother’s wedding, they may not be the best to underline the theme you have chosen. 

 
So central is the Word of God to this enterprise, I invite all of you who read this to think about your 

favorite reading and why this or that is your favorite. Similarly, if there is something that you seriously don’t 
like, for instance a song, a psalm or a Gospel, tell somebody. My mother shared with me that she used to 
love the 23rd Psalm until she heard it over and over again at funerals. That experience ruined that psalm 
for her and she asked that, whenever we planned her funeral, we could choose anything but the 
23rd Psalm. We had no difficulty being faithful to her desire .  

 
Thinking about the planning that goes into these celebrations and recognizing the love revealed in 

the Gifts of Readings and Songs, of Body and Blood, we realize a little more deeply how Liturgy should be 
the full, active participation of all who are gathered together.
