                Dear Ones, 
 This weekend we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost. A Greek name for a Jewish Festival. Pentecoste means “fiftieth.”  Jewish 
roots infer the time after the Feast of Passover. Numbers in Biblical traditions have symbolic (but true) meanings. Fifty is made 
up of two numbers of fullness: Forty Days of the journey of the Ark; number of years “wandering” in the desert as punishment 
for crafting and worshiping the golden calf while Moses was on Mt. Sinai receiving the Ten Commandments; the number of 
days Jesus fasted and prayed in the desert before facing the three temptations and the beginning of his public ministry. Here, 
the “literal” meaning is that he stayed with the disciples for forty days after the resurrection and, ten days after the Ascension, 
the Holy Spirit descended upon them with Gifts and Fruits. 

The Gifts and Fruits are later theological reflections defining those things building on writings of St Paul. The gifts of 
the Holy Spirit are special abilities given by God to believers to empower them for service, spiritual growth, and the building up 
of the Church. The Bible describes the gifts of the Holy Spirit in several passages. 1 Corinthians 12:4-11 lists spiritual gifts such 
as wisdom, knowledge, faith, healing, miracles, prophecy, discerning of spirits, speaking in tongues, and interpretation of 
tongues, emphasizing that the Holy Spirit distributes these gifts to each believer as the Spirit wills for the common good of the 
Church. The 7 gifts of the Holy Spirit are wisdom, understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and awe, or fear of the 
Lord. In Christian tradition, these spiritual gifts are infused by the Holy Spirit to strengthen a believer's faith, guide moral deci-
sion-making, and deepen their relationship with God. 

In the Bible, the fruits of the Holy Spirit are the visible qualities of God’s character that grow in a believer’s life when 
they walk in the Spirit. They are not something we produce on our own but are the result of God’s transforming work in us 
through faith and faithfulness. 

The Apostle Paul lists them in Galatians 5:22–23: “But the fruits of the Spirit are love, joy, peace, forbearance, kind-
ness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law. These nine fruits reflect God’s 
own nature and are the evidence of His Spirit working in our hearts.” 

The Gifts and Fruits of the Holy Spirit point to a couple of things- There is a huge diversity in the way God reaches out 
and empowers us and others for the missions he gives; The Church as the Body of Christ has an effect on each believer; and 
each believer has an effect on the Church; God brings together the human and divine, each being better through God’s action 
and our response.      

When you pray, pray not just to Father and Son but also to the Holy Spirit. You’ll be better for that act of faith and 
hope, and love.
